


Childcare Costs:

The College is keen to help students overcome 
barriers such as childcare costs. There are limited 
funds available to assist eligible students (full-
time and part-time). All students must meet the 
eligibility criteria in order to be considered for 
childcare assistance.

Childcare assistance is not guaranteed. »
The level of assistance is dependent upon    »

 individual circumstances up to a maximum   
 of 100% of costs.

Assistance is given on a fi rst come fi rst served   »
 basis.

Students will be expected to have explored all    »
 other means of funding.

Application forms for childcare assistance can   »
 be collected from the Advice Zone. The closing  
 date for applications is the Friday before the   
 October Holidays.

Outstanding childcare costs for applications   »
 received after this date will not be back-  
 dated to the start of the course and will be the  
 responsibility of the student and not Clydebank  
 College.

When you have completed the application form, contact the Advice 
Zone to make an appointment with a Student Adviser to discuss your 
eligibility for assistance

Childcare Arrangements:

Students will have to make their own childcare 
arrangements with a registered Nursery or 
Childminder and will be required to provide the 
following details from the childminder/nursery in 
writing to determine how much assistance may be 
available.

Please provide in writing:

Name, address and telephone number of    »
 registered nursery or childminder.

The number of hours per day childcare is    »
 required.

The number of hours per week childcare is    »
 required.

Cost per hour. »
Total cost per week. »

Childcare assistance will only be available to cover 
the hours the student is in timetabled classes. 
Payment is not made for travelling time to and from 
the childminder/nursery.

Assistance may also be available for After School 
Care and the information detailed above will be 
required.

What Happens if I am Awarded 
Assistance with Childcare 
Costs?

If childcare assistance is allocated, it will be    »
 paid on a monthly basis direct to the    
 childminder/nursery subject to the student   
 having a satisfactory attendance report.

Claim forms for payment must be submitted on   »
 a specifi ed date each month to the Advice Zone.

Payment will not be made for late claims or    »
 retrospective claims unless accompanied by a  
 self /medical certifi cate.

Any outstanding payments are the responsibility   »
 of the student and not Clydebank College.

The eligibility criteria for
childcare assistance is as follows: 
NQ, SGA, Int 2 level, Highers

Applications for assistance with childcare costs   »
 are made to the Further Education Childcare   
 Fund.

You must be in receipt of a bursary or    »
 educational maintenance allowance.

You must be 16 years or over by the     »
 1st August.

Your childcare provider must be registered. »
Your childcare assistance will only be available   »

 for timetabled hours.
